2 "Now five of them were wise, and five were foolish.
3 "Those who were foolish took their lamps and took no oil with them,
4 "but the wise took oil in their vessels with their lamps.
5 "But while the bridegroom was delayed, they all slumbered and slept.
6 "And at midnight a cry was heard: 'Behold, the bridegroom is coming; go out to 

meet him!'
7 "Then all those virgins arose and trimmed their lamps.
8 "And the foolish said to the wise, 'Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are going 

out.'
9 "But the wise answered, saying, 'No, lest there should not be enough for us and

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10 "And while they went to buy, the bridegroom came, and those who were ready 
went in with him to the wedding; and the door was shut.

24 "Then he who had received the one talent came and said, 'Lord, I knew you to 
be a hard man, reaping where you have not sown, and gathering where you have 
not scattered seed.

25 'And I was afraid, and went and hid your talent in the ground. Look, there you have 
what is yours.'

26 "But his lord answered and said to him, 'You wicked and lazy servant, you knew 
that I reap where I have not sown, and gather where I have not scattered seed.

27 'So you ought to have deposited my money with the bankers, and at my coming I 
would have received back my own with interest.

28 'Therefore take the talent from him, and give it to him who has ten talents.
29 'For to everyone who has, more will be given, and he will have abundance; but 

from him who does not have, even what he has will be taken away.
30 'And cast the unprofitable servant into the outer darkness. There will be weeping 

and gnashing of teeth.'
31 "When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the holy angels with Him, then 

He will sit on the throne of His glory.
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32 "All the nations will be gathered before Him, and He will separate them one from 
another, as a shepherd divides his sheep from the goats.

37 "Then the righteous will answer Him, saying, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry 

and feed You, or thirsty and give You drink?
38 'When did we see You a stranger and take You in, or naked and clothe You?
39 'Or when did we see You sick, or in prison, and come to You?'
40 "And the King will answer and say to them, 'Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as 

you did it to one of the least of these My brethren, you did it to Me.'
41 "Then He will also say to those on the left hand, 'Depart from Me, you cursed, 

into the everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his angels:
42 'for I was hungry and you gave Me no food; I was thirsty and you gave Me no drink;
43 'I was a stranger and you did not take Me in, naked and you did not clothe Me, 

sick and in prison and you did not visit Me.'
44 "Then they also will answer Him, saying, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry or 

thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not minister to You?'
45 "Then He will answer them, saying, 'Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did 

not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to Me.'
46 "And these will go away into everlasting punishment, but the righteous into eternal 

life." (NKJ)

Mark 12:9
"What then will the owner of the vineyard do? He will come and kill those tenants and give
the vineyard to others.

Mark 13:32-37
32 "But of that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels in heaven, nor the 

Son, but only the Father.
33 "Take heed, watch and pray; for you do not know when the time is.
34 "It is like a man going to a far country, who left his house and gave authority to 

his servants, and to each his work, and commanded the doorkeeper to watch.
35 "Watch therefore, for you do not know when the master of the house is coming-- 

in the evening, at midnight, at the crowing of the rooster, or in the morning--
36 "lest, coming suddenly, he find you sleeping.
37 "And what I say to you, I say to all: Watch!" (NKJ)

35 "Let your waist be girded and your lamps burning;

Assuredly, I say to you that he will gird himself and have them sit down 
to eat, and will come and serve them.

24 "And he said to those who stood by, 'Take the mina from him, and give it to him 
who has ten minas.'

25 ("But they said to him, 'Master, he has ten minas.')
26 'For I say to you, that to everyone who has will be given; and from him who does 

not have, even what he has will be taken away from him.
27 'But bring here those enemies of mine, who did not want me to reign over them, 

and slay them before me.'"
28 When He had said this, He went on ahead, going up to Jerusalem. (NKJ)

6 "These things which you see-- the days will come in which not one stone shall 

be left upon another that shall not be thrown down."

16 "You will be betrayed even by parents and brothers, relatives and friends; and 

they will put some of you to death.
17 "And you will be hated by all for My name's sake.
18 "But not a hair of your head shall be lost.
19 "By your patience possess your souls.
20 "But when you see Jerusalem surrounded by armies, then know that its 

desolation is near.
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21 "Then let those in Judea flee to the mountains, let those who are in the midst of 
her depart, and let not those who are in the country enter her.

and every spirit that does not confess that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is not of God.
And this is the spirit of the Antichrist, which you have heard was coming, and is now
already in the world.

Now Enoch, the seventh from Adam, prophesied about these men also, saying, "Behold,
the Lord comes with ten thousands of His saints,

John, to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace to you and peace from Him who is
and who was and who is to come, and from the seven Spirits who are before His throne,

Rev 1:8
"I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End," says the Lord, "who is and
who was and who is to come, the Almighty."

Rev 2:5
"Remember therefore from where you have fallen; repent and do the first works, or else I
will come to you quickly and remove your lampstand from its place-- unless you repent

Rev 2:16
'Repent, or else I will come to you quickly and will fight against them with the sword of My
mouth.

Rev 2:25
"But hold fast what you have till I come.

Rev 3:3
"Remember therefore how you have received and heard; hold fast and repent. Therefore if
you will not watch, I will come upon you as a thief, and you will not know what hour I will
come upon you.

Rev 4:8
The four living creatures, each having six wings, were full of eyes around and within. And
they do not rest day or night, saying: "Holy, holy, holy, lord God Almighty, who was and is
and is to come!"
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Rev 7:14

saying: "We give You thanks, O Lord God Almighty, the One who is and who was and who
is to come, because You have taken Your great power and reigned.

He who testifies to these things says, "Surely I am coming quickly." Amen. Even so, come,
Lord Jesus!

“That Day” and the  White Throne Judgment

The following scripture refer to the Great White Throne Judgment of the Lord that occurs
after the Millenium. This does not speak to the Second Coming of Jesus which happens
before the Millenium.

Matt 7:22
"Many will say to Me in that day, 'Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in Your name, cast
out demons in Your name, and done many wonders in Your name?'

Luke 10:12
"But I say to you that it will be more tolerable in that Day for Sodom than for that city.

Events surrounding the Great White Throne Judgment.

This happens after the Millenium, after the final rebellion of Satan.

Rev 20:7-21:5
7 Now when the thousand years have expired, Satan will be released from his prison
8 and will go out to deceive the nations which are in the four corners of the earth, 

Gog and Magog, to gather them together to battle, whose number is as the sand 
of the sea.

9 They went up on the breadth of the earth and surrounded the camp of the saints 
and the beloved city. And fire came down from God out of heaven and devoured
them.

10 The devil, who deceived them, was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone where 
the beast and the false prophet are. And they will be tormented day and night 
forever and ever.

11 Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat on it, from whose face the earth 
and the heaven fled away. And there was found no place for them.
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12 And I saw the dead, small and great, standing before God, and books were 
opened. And another book was opened, which is the Book of Life. And the dead 
were judged according to their works, by the things which were written in the books.

13 The sea gave up the dead who were in it, and Death and Hades delivered up the 
dead who were in them. And they were judged, each one according to his works.

14 Then Death and Hades were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.
15 And anyone not found written in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire.

CHAPTER 21

1 Now I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth 
had passed away. Also there was no more sea.

2 Then I, John, saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from 
God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.

3 And I heard a loud voice from heaven saying, "Behold, the tabernacle of God is 
with men, and He will dwell with them, and they shall be His people. God Himself 
will be with them and be their God.

4 "And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes; there shall be no more death, 
nor sorrow, nor crying.
