Then the detachment of troops and the captain and the officers of the Jews
arrested Jesus and bound Him.

And they led Him away to Annas first, for he was the father-in-law of Caiaphas
who was high priest that year.

Now it was Caiaphas who advised the Jews that it was expedient that one man
should die for the people.

And Simon Peter followed Jesus, and so did another disciple. Now that disciple
was known to the high priest, and went with Jesus into the courtyard of the high
priest.

But Peter stood at the door outside. Then the other disciple, who was known to
the high priest, went out and spoke to her who kept the door, and brought Peter
in.

Then the servant girl who kept the door said to Peter, "You are not also one of
this Man's disciples, are you?" He said, "l am not."

And the servants and officers who had made a fire of coals stood there, for it
was cold, and they warmed themselves. And Peter stood with them and warmed
himself.

The high priest then asked Jesus about His disciples and His doctrine.

Jesus answered him, "l spoke openly to the world. | always taught in
synagogues and in the temple, where the Jews always meet, and in secret |
have said nothing.

"Why do you ask Me? Ask those who have heard Me what | said to them. Indeed
they know what | said."

And when He had said these things, one of the officers who stood by struck
Jesus with the palm of his hand, saying, "Do You answer the high priest like
that?"

Jesus answered him, "If | have spoken evil, bear witness of the evil; but if well,
why do you strike Me?"

Then Annas sent Him bound to Caiaphas the high priest.

Now Simon Peter stood and warmed himself. Therefore they said to him, "You
are not also one of His disciples, are you?" He denied it and said, "I am not!"
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26 One of the servants of the high priest, a relative of him whose ear Peter cut off,
said, "Did | not see you in the garden with Him?"

27 Peter then denied again; and immediately a rooster crowed.

28 Then they led Jesus from Caiaphas to the Praetorium, and it was early morning.
But they themselves did not go into the Praetorium, lest they should be defiled,
but that they might eat the Passover.

9 Oh, let the wickedness of the wicked come to an end, but establish the just; for
the righteous God tests the hearts and minds.

10 My defense is of God, who saves the upright in heart.

11 God is ajust judge, and God is angry with the wicked every day.

12 If he does not turn back, he will sharpen His sword; he bends His bow and
makes it ready.

13 He also prepares for Himself instruments of death; he makes His arrows into
fiery shafts.

14 Behold, the wicked brings forth iniquity; yes, he conceives trouble and brings
forth falsehood.

15 He made a pit and dug it out, and has fallen into the ditch which he made.

16 His trouble shall return upon his own head, and his violent dealing shall come
down on his own crown.

17 | will praise the LORD according to His righteousness, and will sing praise to the
name of the LORD Most High.

1 | will praise You, O LORD, with my whole heart; | will tell of all Your marvelous
works.

"Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign: Behold, the virgin shall conceive and
bear a Son, and shall call His name Immanuel.

Righteousness shall be the belt of His loins, and faithfulness the belt of His
waist.

"The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, the leopard shall lie down with the
young goat, the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child
shall lead them.

The cow and the bear shall graze; their young ones shall lie down together; and
the lion shall eat straw like the ox.

The nursing child shall play by the cobra's hole, and the weaned child shall put
his hand in the viper's den.

They shall not hurt nor destroy in all My holy mountain, for the earth shall be full
of the knowledge of the LORD as the waters cover the sea.

"And in that day there shall be a Root of Jesse, who shall stand as a banner to
the people; for the Gentiles shall seek Him, and His resting place shall be
glorious."

It shall come to pass in that day that the LORD shall set His hand again the
second time to recover the remnant of His people who are left, from Assyria and
Egypt, from Pathros and Cush, from Elam and Shinar, from Hamath and the
islands of the sea.

He will set up a banner for the nations, and will assemble the outcasts of Israel,
and gather together the dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the earth.
Also the envy of Ephraim shall depart, and the adversaries of Judah shall be cut
off; Ephraim shall not envy Judah, and Judah shall not harass Ephraim.

But they shall fly down upon the shoulder of the Philistines toward the west;
together they shall plunder the people of the East; they shall lay their hand on
Edom and Moab; and the people of Ammon shall obey them.

The LORD will utterly destroy the tongue of the Sea of Egypt; with His mighty
wind He will shake His fist over the River, and strike it in the seven streams, and
make men cross over dry-shod.

There will be a highway for the remnant of His people who will be left from
Assyria, as it was for Israel in the day that he came up from the land of Egypt.

Depart! Depart! Go out from there, touch no unclean thing; go out from the midst
of her, be clean, you who bear the vessels of the LORD.

For you shall not go out with haste, nor go by flight; for the LORD will go before
you, and the God of Israel will be your rear guard.

Behold, My Servant shall deal prudently; he shall be exalted and extolled and be
very high.

Just as many were astonished at you, so His visage was marred more than any
man, and His form more than the sons of men;

And we hid, as it were, our faces from Him; he was despised, and we did not
esteem Him.

Surely He has borne our griefs and carried our sorrows; yet we esteemed Him
stricken, smitten by God, and afflicted.

But He was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities;
the chastisement for our peace was upon Him, and by His stripes we are healed.
All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned, every one, to his own way;
and the LORD has laid on Him the iniquity of us all.

He was oppressed and He was afflicted, yet He opened not His mouth; he was
led as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before its shearers is silent, so
He opened not His mouth.

He was taken from prison and from judgment, and who will declare His
generation? For He was cut off from the land of the living; for the transgressions
of My people He was stricken.

And they made His grave with the wicked-- but with the rich at His death,
because He had done no violence, nor was any deceit in His mouth.

Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise Him; he has put Him to grief. When You make
His soul an offering for sin, he shall see His seed, He shall prolong His days,
and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand.
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11 He shall see the labor of His soul, and be satisfied. By His knowledge My
righteous Servant shall justify many, for He shall bear their iniquities.

12 Therefore | will divide Him a portion with the great, and He shall divide the spoil
with the strong, because He poured out His soul unto death, and He was
numbered with the transgressors, and He bore the sin of many, and made
intercession for the transgressors.

It was raised up on one
side, and had three ribs in its mouth between its teeth. And they said thus to it:
'‘Arise, devour much flesh!'

"After this | looked, and there was another, like a leopard, which had on its back
four wings of a bird. The beast also had four heads, and dominion was given to
it.

"After this | saw in the night visions, and behold, a fourth beast, dreadful and
terrible, exceedingly strong. It had huge iron teeth; it was devouring, breaking in
pieces, and trampling the residue with its feet. It was different from all the beasts
that were before it, and it had ten horns.

"| was considering the horns, and there was another horn, a little one, coming up
among them, before whom three of the first horns were plucked out by the roots.
And there, in this horn, were eyes like the eyes of a man, and a mouth speaking
pompous words.

"l watched till thrones were put in place, and the Ancient of Days was seated; his
garment was white as snow, and the hair of His head was like pure wool. His
throne was a fiery flame, its wheels a burning fire;

A fiery stream issued and came forth from before Him. A thousand thousands
ministered to Him; ten thousand times ten thousand stood before Him. The court
was seated, and the books were opened.

"l watched then because of the sound of the pompous words which the horn was
speaking; | watched till the beast was slain, and its body destroyed and given to
the burning flame.

"As for the rest of the beasts, they had their dominion taken away, yet their lives
were prolonged for a season and a time.

"l was watching in the night visions, and behold, One like the Son of Man,
coming with the clouds of heaven! He came to the Ancient of Days, and they
brought Him near before Him.

Then to Him was given dominion and glory and a kingdom, that all peoples,
nations, and languages should serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting
dominion, which shall not pass away, and His kingdom the one which shall not
be destroyed.

"l, Daniel, was grieved in my spirit within my body, and the visions of my head
troubled me.

"I came near to one of those who stood by, and asked him the truth of all this. So
he told me and made known to me the interpretation of these things:

"Those great beasts, which are four, are four kings which arise out of the earth.
'‘But the saints of the Most High shall receive the kingdom, and possess the
kingdom forever, even forever and ever.'

"Then | wished to know the truth about the fourth beast, which was different from
all the others, exceedingly dreadful, with its teeth of iron and its nails of bronze,
which devoured, broke in pieces, and trampled the residue with its feet;
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"and the ten horns that were on its head, and the other horn which came up,
before which three fell, namely, that horn which had eyes and a mouth which
spoke pompous words, whose appearance was greater than his fellows.

"l was watching; and the same horn was making war against the saints, and
prevailing against them,

"until the Ancient of Days came, and a judgment was made in favor of the saints
of the Most High, and the time came for the saints to possess the kingdom.
"Thus he said: 'The fourth beast shall be a fourth kingdom on earth, which shall
be different from all other kingdoms, and shall devour the whole earth, trample it
and break it in pieces.

The ten horns are ten kings who shall arise from this kingdom. And another shall
rise after them; he shall be different from the first ones, and shall subdue three
kings.

He shall speak pompous words against the Most High, shall persecute the saints
of the Most High, and shall intend to change times and law. Then the saints shall
be given into his hand for a time and times and half a time.

'But the court shall be seated, and they shall take away his dominion, to
consume and destroy it forever.

Then the kingdom and dominion, and the greatness of the kingdoms under the
whole heaven, shall be given to the people, the saints of the Most High. His
kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and all dominions shall serve and obey Him.
"This is the end of the account. As for me, Daniel, my thoughts greatly troubled
me, and my countenance changed; but | kept the matter in my heart."

16 For we did not follow cunningly devised fables when we made known to you the
power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but were eyewitnesses of His
majesty.

17 For He received from God the Father honor and glory when such a voice came
to Him from the Excellent Glory: "This is My beloved Son, in whom | am well
pleased."

18 And we heard this voice which came from heaven when we were with Him on the
holy mountain.
