Hebrews 7:17  For it is attested [of Him,] "YOU ARE A PRIEST FOREVER 
ACCORDING TO THE ORDER OF MELCHIZEDEK." 
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Hebrews 13:20  Now the God of peace, who brought up from the dead the great 
Shepherd of the sheep through the blood of the eternal covenant, [even] Jesus our 
Lord, 
 
1 Peter 1:19  but with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and spotless, [the 
blood] of Christ. 
 
1 Peter 2:4 ¶ And coming to Him as to a living stone which has been rejected by men, 
but is choice and precious in the sight of God, 
 
1 Peter 2:25  For you were continually straying like sheep, but now you have returned to 
the Shepherd and Guardian of your souls. 
 
1 Peter 5:4  And when the Chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the unfading 
crown of glory. 
 
2 Peter 1:19 ¶ [So] we have the prophetic word [made] more sure, to which you do well 
to pay attention as to a lamp shining in a dark place, until the day dawns and the 
morning star arises in your hearts. 
 
1 John 5:20  And we know that the Son of God has come, and has given us 
understanding so that we may know Him who is true; and we are in Him who is true, in 
His Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God and eternal life. 
 
2 John 1:3  Grace, mercy [and] peace will be with us, from God the Father and from 
Jesus Christ, the Son of the Father, in truth and love. 
 
Jude 1:25  to the only God our Savior, through Jesus Christ our Lord, [be] glory, 
majesty, dominion and authority, before all time and now and forever. Amen. 
 
Revelation 1:5  and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn of the dead, 
and the ruler of the kings of the earth. To Him who loves us and released us from our 
sins by His blood— 
 
Revelation 1:8  "I am the Alpha and the Omega," says the Lord God, "who is and who 
was and who is to come, the Almighty." 
 
Revelation 1:17  When I saw Him, I fell at His feet like a dead man. And He placed His 
right hand on me, saying, "Do not be afraid; I am the first and the last, 
 
Revelation 1:18  and the living One; and I was dead, and behold, I am alive 
forevermore, and I have the keys of death and of Hades. 
 
Revelation 2:5  ’Therefore remember from where you have fallen, and repent and do the 
deeds you did at first; or else I am coming to you and will remove your lampstand out 
of its place—unless you repent. 
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Revelation 2:23  ’And I will kill her children with pestilence, and all the churches will 
know that I am He who searches the minds and hearts; and I will give to each one of 
you according to your deeds. 
 
Revelation 3:14 ¶ "To the angel of the church in Laodicea write: The Amen, the faithful 
and true Witness, the Beginning of the creation of God, says this: 
 
Revelation 5:5  and one of the elders *said to me, "Stop weeping; behold, the Lion that 
is from the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has overcome so as to open the book 
and its seven seals." 
 
Revelation 5:6 ¶ And I saw between the throne (with the four living creatures) and the 
elders a Lamb standing, as if slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are 
the seven Spirits of God, sent out into all the earth. 
 
Revelation 5:12  saying with a loud voice, "Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to 
receive power and riches and wisdom and might and honor and glory and blessing." 
 
Revelation 6:16  and they *said to the mountains and to the rocks, "Fall on us and hide 
us from the presence of Him who sits on the throne, and from the wrath of the Lamb; 
 
Revelation 7:17  for the Lamb in the center of the throne will be their shepherd, and 
will guide them to springs of the water of life; and God will wipe every tear from their 
eyes." 
 
Revelation 14:1 ¶ Then I looked, and behold, the Lamb [was] standing on Mount 
Zion, and with Him one hundred and forty-four thousand, having His name and the 
name of His Father written on their foreheads. 
 
Revelation 15:3  And they *sang the song of Moses, the bond-servant of God, and the 
song of the Lamb, saying, "Great and marvelous are Your works, O Lord God, the 
Almighty; Righteous and true are Your ways, King of the nations! 
 
Revelation 19:11 ¶ And I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse, and He who 
sat on it [is] called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He judges and wages war. 
 
Revelation 21:5  And He who sits on the throne said, "Behold, I am making all things 
new." And He *said, "Write, for these words are faithful and true." 
 
Revelation 22:12  "Behold, I am coming quickly, and My reward [is] with Me, to render 
to every man according to what he has done. 
 
Revelation 22:16  "I, Jesus, have sent My angel to testify to you these things for the 
churches. I am the root and the descendant of David, the bright morning star."
