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The Saints of God

Introduction

What does the bible teach about saints? Who are they and how does one become a
saint? The answer may indeed surprise you.

Saints are the holy ones of God, all born again Christians that have an indwelling of
God’s Holy Spirit. In essence, the bible refers to all humans who belong to the universal
body of Christ as His Saints. Let’'s examine the Scriptural evidence on this.

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Highest One; His kingdom will be an everlasting kingdom, and all the dominions will
serve and obey Him.’
